Where many
objections were raised against the Holy Prophet, one of these objections is
epilepsy. In this article, A critical study of the Epilepsy theory of European
orientalist.
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“There were periods at which the excitement took the
shape of a trance or vision. Of these we know but little

symptoms in his childhood. Such swoons or reveries are
said sometimes to have proceeded. The descent of

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“At the movement of inspiration
............................ anxiety pressed upon the prophet
, and his countenance became troubled . Sweat dropped

from his forehead, and he would fall to the ground as in
trance.’”
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"Sometimes the beginning of the fit is marked by a loud
cry. At first the muscles are rigid, the Jaws are clenched,
the limbs extended, and suspension of respiration causes
blueness of the face. After a few seconds, violent
convulsion occurs; the limbs are jerked about, muscles
of the face twitch and the tongue may be severely bitten.
After one or two minutes the patient passes into a state
of somnolence which may be succeeded by prolonged
sleep. In severe cases fits may rapidly follow each other,

and consciousness may not be regained in the intervals
.Masked epilepsy is a form in which the fits are replaced
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by attacks of delirium or outburst of maniacal fury,
during which the sufferer may commit crimes of brutal
violence of destroy himself.**>’
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“Epilepsy, chronic brain disorder characterized by

repeated convulsion or seizures. The seizures are a result
of underlying brain damage-**.
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“Epilepsy and epileptic fit these terms denote a chronic
clinical disorder or syndrome characterized by recurring
paroxysmal attack or fits in which consciousness is lost
or impaired in varying degrees with or without a
successions of tonic or clinic muscular spasms------------
-. The most common and most terrifying motor seizures

are the generalized convulsions (grandmal epilepsy).In a
typical attack; the afflicted person suddenly loses
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consciousness with or without a brief preliminary
warning of sensory or motor character. Simultaneously
with the loss of consciousness there may be sharp loud
cry when the muscles of the larynx, like those of the
trunk, head and extremities suddenly go into a state of
tonic or stiff contraction .The victim if standing at the
time, may fall to the ground forcibly; as the tongue is
protruded between the gnashing teeth, it may be bitten.
The limbs stiffen and the head is turned. The pupils
dilate and the eyeballs roll upward or to one side. The
face first become pale, but when breathing is suspended
by closing of the glottis and spastic fixation of the
respiratory muscles, it become livid or purplish in color
After 20 to 30 seconds this phase of seizure ends more
or less abruptly, and the second of Colonic phase
iImmediately supervenes. The later is characterized by
violent though rhythmic jerkin g spasms which involve
the entire muscular system, usually lasting from 30
seconds to more than 100 seconds. During this period
the breathing becomes seep and stertorous and foamy
saliva (often blood stained) issues from the mouth .In
unusually severe attacks, control of the rectum and
bladder may be lost, resulting in faecal and urinary
incontinence. Following this phase, the patient regains
consciousness for a short time, but because of sheer
exhaustion is prone to lapse into a deep sleep which may
last for one hour or more.”’*?
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
